In the Priorities document, some of the Major topics are post assessment topics.  If it is in the Sept-April Column, also look at the appropriate weight for each topic.  If it is a major topic in the April-June topics then you should be spending 70% of your post assessment time.  In this document, ignore the HS part because it does not follow the traditional pathway that was adopted by NYS.  It does not match the emphasis of topics, the PARCC document is much more specific, and makes sense instructionally.
Comments:

It doesn’t look like that many topics have been taken out of Algebra, Geometry, Algebra 2 & Trig, how is there going to be extra time to go deeper?
It is better that they allowed us a phase in period in the past, jumping in to the Core like we are doing doesn’t make as much sense.

There should be a list for that area, and Patrick is also concerned about the kids who are going in to Geometry  next year, without any Core and then the following year A2T Core.
Idea of a “Maintaining Packet” for the students to do during Geometry to keep the Algebra skills going during the Geometry course.  Problem with the Algebra course is that you can pass the algebra exam with actually knowing a whole lot of algebra.
